FUNDING ANNOUNCEMENT

PROTOCOL-SPECIFIC RESEARCH FUNDS
 

Eligibility Criteria: 

Per NCI guidelines, Protocol-Specific Research funds (from the Cancer Center Support Grant) are restricted to the support of nurses and data managers directly involved in the conduct of clinical trials meeting the following criteria: 

1. High priority, innovative, FEASIBILITY AND PHASE I trials of an agent or device
2. INSTITUTIONAL -  conceptualized/designed by a cancer center member
3. INTERVENTIONAL -  focusing on initial early phase testing of an agent or device for the diagnosis, prevention, detection or treatment of cancer
4. NOT receiving ANY support through other peer-reviewed research grants, contracts  or cooperative groups
5. MAY be receiving partial support from industry (as long as they are investigator-initiated)
6. BEHAVIORAL STUDIES (even if intervention trials), observational or correlative studies are NOT eligible for these funds.  
Eligible protocols must involve human subjects and must be approved by the CTRC and IRB before funds can be released.  
Available Funds:  There are currently funds to support up to three projects funded at approximately $30-35K each (for support of nurse and/or data manager).

Please submit:

· The full research protocol (comparable to the protocol for CTRC and/IRB submission)
· A brief (one page) description of the importance/innovativeness of the research, i.e., why it should be funded  

· Budget and budget justification:

· Please clearly indicate and justify the % effort and salary requested for all personnel 
· Funds may ONLY be used to support nurses and data managers
